Multi-Day Gear Checklist

Paddling Clothing/Outerwear

· Raincoat or paddling jacket
· Rain pants or paddling pants
· Rubber boots or neoprene socks and sandals
· Wool or fleece hat
· Polypro or wool gloves
· Sun hat / Visor
· Sunglasses (secure strap)
· Pogies, neoprene or rubber gloves
Clothing
· 2 warm tops (fleece or wool)

· 2-3 polypro tops

· 1 t-shirt

· Light-weight / Quick-dry pants (windpants or nylon)

· Long underwear

· Fleece pants or heavy long underwear

· 1 pair shorts

· Camp/hiking shoes or sandals

· 3 pair warm socks (wool or polypro)

· Bandanna

Camp Gear

· Sleeping bag (synthetic 0 to +20)
· Sleeping pad 
· Water bottle (at least 2 quarts)
· Toiletries (unscented)
· Small towel or washcloth (wet wipes work well
· Medications or allergy kits (if needed)
Extras

· Camera, Film & Extra Battery
· Sewing kit
· Binoculars Thermos (optional)
· Bug head-net
· Small books / guidebooks
Packing (see tips below)
· Extra Dry-bags
· Stuff Sacks
· Heavy-duty garbage bags
· Small nylon duffle or backpack (for carrying around day gear, carrying gear to campsite from kayaks)
Packing Tips:

Be prepared to pack and launch your boat in adverse conditions.  You might be packing your boat and launching in rain, in which case your gear should be packed in small, waterproof bags beforehand.

· Pack your most crucial items in the best dry bags.

· DO NOT overstuff dry bags (this keeps them from being a dry bag.)

· Pack all other items in Ziploc bags

· Organize your gear in stuff sacks.
· Label your bags (you don’t want to dig through eight separate bags to find that elusive bear-spray.) 
· Pack gear in lots of small bags as opposed to one big bag. (Your giant camping pack won’t fit into a Kayak – trust us.) 
· Bring a duffle bag / backpack to haul your small bags from the Kayak to the campsite. 
· Don’t pack the clothes you plan to paddle in. 
· SIMPLIFY, SIMPLIFY. If you’re not sure you’ll use it, lose it.  
· If you need a sleeping bag or pad they are available to rent at REI in Anchorage (907) 272-4565
